	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Owensboro Community Development Department is interested in acquisition of 1700 West 4th Street property in Owensboro, Kentucky to demolish the home and garage currently on the site.  The land will be given to Owensboro Habitat for Humanity to construct one single-family home on the property.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The proposed project will eliminate slum and blight as well as provide affordable housing for the low to moderate income population. The property will be acquired by the City of Owensboro Community Development Department (with CDBG funds) to demolish the structures on the property, which are currently a single family residence as well as a garage.  The property will be given to Habitat for Humanity of Owensboro, along with an up to $35,000 (HOME funds) to develop a single family residence at that location.  The home will be sold to a low to moderate income family.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	This project is located at 1700 West 4th Street in northwest area of Owensboro, Kentucky.  It contains a single family dwelling, which is currently in disrepair and has been deemed uninhabitable by the City of Owensboro Property Maintenance Inspector.  The surrounding neighborhood consists of single family dwellings as well as a low-income living facility directly across the street.
