	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Habitat is proposing to construct one single-family home with four bedrooms, one and a half baths, approximately 1,200 square feet with a full basement. The home will be Energy Star rated and accessible according to ADA standards. The Genesee Career Institute is constructing the home at their facility and upon completion, the home will be moved to the site on Hill Road.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Based on the 2015 - 2019 Genesee County Consolidated Plan, affordable housing is a significant concern for local agencies. The Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy (CHAS) data for Genesee County indicates that housing cost burden is the single biggest housing problem in the County. Barrier free housing was also often cited by local agencies as a significant need. Genesee County Habitat for Humanity submitted an application for HOME funds to build six new construction homes that will be affordable to households between 30% and 60% of Area Median Income.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The proposed project will take place in a primarily residential area, some agricultural land is in the vicinity as well. The parcel is located on a five-lane road, however less than 10,000 cars travel the road each day. There are houses on either side of the parcel and it backs up to a neighborhood. On average the area is above the moderate-income level. The parcel is not far from a major free-way. The parcel is likely to remain vacant, as the market is unlikely to precipitate the development of the lot in the near future.
