	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The planned project will involve construction of approximately 2,500 linear feet of sidewalk infrastructure along the North side of West Second North Street from Aulds Lane to North Walnut Street. The project will include the installation of sidewalks and crosswalks. The project will also include drainage improvements and necessary sediment and erosion control measures. The project may also include the improvement of existing residential driveways, within the scope of the project, which may be impacted during the construction process. Since the project will take place within the existing road right-of-way, there has already been extensive ground disturbance during utility installations and the construction of nearby residential buildings. The project area is entirely within the Town limits of Summerville and is not expected to disturb any new or previously undisturbed land. The Town will make every attempt not to remove existing trees during the construction process, if the installation of sidewalk infrastructure can be designed to avoid or wrap around existing landscaping. A qualified engineering firm will be contracted to survey the project site, prepare design drawings, obtain necessary permits and easements and manage various aspects of the construction of the proposed sidewalk project. Once the necessary engineering components of the project are completed, the construction of the project will be put out for competitive bid to qualified contractors. Once construction begins, temporary road lane closures will be necessary. All closures will be held Monday-Friday during normal working hours so as not to disturb current residents at inconvenient times and not to block main travel arteries for auto commuters during standard "rush hour" times.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Purpose: The purpose of this project is to provide a more suitable living environment for low-and-moderate income individuals residing in Summerville and the project area which is located in a geographic priority area Census Tract 107 as identified in the 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan. The project will provide improved neighborhood infrastructure that will increase accessibility, mobility, and safety for residents on Census Tract 107. In addition to increased pedestrian safety, the proposed project will connect residents living along West 2nd North Street to existing sidewalk infrastructure that links the neighborhood to community recreational facilities such as Doty Park and the Senior Center, as well as local community grocery stores, public services, and job centers. Need: Currently, no sidewalk infrastructure exists for residents commuting on foot along West 2nd North Street from Aulds Lane to North Walnut Street. Census Tract 107 has been identified as a geographic priority for community infrastructure and area improvements based on the percentage of low-and-moderate income households. Low-and-moderate income households often experience transportation burdens due to increased transportation costs. The Town currently has limited public transit pick-up locations, typically located on arterial roads. The proposed project will connect the project location with existing sidewalk infrastructure, making public transportation, community recreational facilities, public services, and grocery stores more accessible.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The project will take place within an existing road right-of-way area. This area of Town is zoned R-5, Mixed Residential. Based upon consultation with the Town's Planning Department, the State Historic Preservation Office and Catawba Indian Nation representatives, the Town has determined that no National Register Points lie within the proposed project area and that the project will not affect or adversely impact existing historic residential homes. Proposed project activities are not expected to negatively impact any wetland areas or existing aquatic features and will employ all necessary sediment and erosion control measures. There is currently no sidewalk infrastructure in the designated project areas. Sidewalk infrastructure on West Second North Street Street ends at the intersection of North Walnut Street. The designated project area on West Second North Street has a moderate traffic volume and includes access to the community recreational facilities, public services, government offices, and community grocery stores and other businesses. The Town and the community have expressed increased concern over recent pedestrian fatalities in the Town. The absence of sidewalk infrastructure in the project area increases the risk of accident and injury to pedestrians, as well as motorists.

Public Outreach [24 CFR 58.43]:
	Project area residents have frequently expressed the need and desire for the proposed sidewalk project to their Council representative and Town's Department of Public Works. Residents have also expressed a need for sidewalk infrastructure in the project area during public meetings/hearings and during the course of development of the Town's 2015-2019 Consolidated Plan and the 2016 Annual Action Plan. Before submitting the annual action plan to HUD, the public is given a 30-day public comment period. During the course of planned construction activities, residents will be notified regarding anticipated project duration, temporary traffic impacts on vehicular traffic, temporary construction impacts on adjacent properties, and any potential impacts to residential private property (e.g. private driveways). The FONSI as well as the RROF will be published on the Town's website and the local newspaper.




Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]: 
	The planned project is compatible with the current land use and residential zoning designation. The project will occur in an existing right-of-way in previously disturbed land. The project will not result in adverse impacts to the human or natural environment, and no cumulative impacts are anticipated for the project area.



Alternatives [24 CFR 58.40(e); 40 CFR 1508.9] 
	Sidewalk infrastructure will be constructed on the north side of West Second North Street from Aulds Lane to North Walnut Street. This location was chosen to connect with other existing sidewalk infrastructure along West Second North Street in order to provide increased access to public facilities, public services, commercial centers, and public transportation for the low-and-moderate income residents of the neighborhood. Alternative projects and streets were considered, but West Second North Street was selected as it best fit the needs of the community and the purpose of the CDBG program.

	The preparation of an Environmental Assessment for planned project activities was conducted by the Town of Summerville with the assistance of the resources, reference materials, persons and agencies noted above.
