	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Prairie Meadows consists of 168 affordable multifamily units, all of which are covered by a Project-Based Section 8 Contract. The unit mix includes 11 one-bedroom units, 136 two-bedroom units, and 21 three-bedroom units. One (1) of the two-bedroom units is currently used as an on-site leasing office. This unit has been accounted for in the underwritten vacancy of 3%. The Project was constructed in 1977, was acquired by the Borrower in 1991, and was rehabbed in 1993, 2004, and 2010. In addition to the Section 8 HAP Contract, the project will be further restricted due to the tax credit rent and income restrictions requiring that 100% of the units be restricted to 60% Area Median Income ("AMI"). The Project's 168 units are scattered throughout 10 three-story buildings on a 9.34-acre site. Each building has two, three, or four wings. Each wing has its own entrance and stairway, and the wings are not connected by interior common areas with other wings. Each wing is three-stories with the lower level having 2 one-level units and the upper floors having 4 two-level units. The buildings are of wood frame construction with aluminum siding and pitched wood truss roofs. Each building shares one mechanical room (10 rooms total) with a central boiler that provides hot water baseboard heat and water heaters providing domestic hot water. All of the units currently have air conditioner sleeves only, with new air conditioners being provided as part of the renovation. As part of the proposed transaction, the Project will undergo moderate rehabilitation at a cost of $4,809,874 ($28,630 per unit). The proposed scope of renovation falls below the threshold for a 221(d)(4) substantial rehabilitation because the cost falls below $40,500 per unit ($15,000 x 270% HCF) and the scope of work does not involve the replacement of major building systems. All repairs are considered Level 1 Replacements. The scope of renovation work includes, but is not limited to, the following items: * Mill, overlay, and restripe parking lot * Repair / replace concrete sidewalks, curbs, and gutters * Grading and drainage modifications * Renovation of courtyard area * Replace all site signage * New landscaping materials * Renovate trash / recycling areas * Replace garage door trims and corner guards * Add attic insulation and baffles * Replace building entry doors as needed * Renovate building entrances * Provide additional storage units at building entries * Renovate current leasing office with new finishes * Convert one additional unit to fully-accessible for Section 504 / UFAS compliance * Improve existing accessible units * Provide audio visual alarms at two units for Section 504 / UFAS compliance * Unit upgrades per matrix * Provide new window air conditioning units for each unit * Upgrade window treatments * Replace 21 boilers with high efficiency models * Replace 10 hot water heaters with direct-vent high efficiency models * Replace all hot water recirculation pumps * Provide control valves for unit baseboard heaters * All water filtration to domestic water supplies * Replace site lighting with LED fixtures * Provide new LED lighting at building entries * Replace Federal Pacific electric panels * Install additional site lighting

Previous testing performed at the Project including sampling and testing of paint material to document lead content at 3,010 interior and exterior locations. Lead at concentrations greater than 1.0 mg/cm2 or 0.5% (by weight) was detected in the interior surfaces at four common area locations and exterior playground samples collected at the Project. Lead was not detected in the interior surfaces in the residential apartment units tested and the lead identified during the previous assessments has been removed. LJM does recommend that any suspect or known lead-based paint (LBP) materials that may be disturbed during future renovation or demolition activities be managed in accordance with applicable local, State, and Federal regulations.



Radon
	The radon level documented in the short term testing at all locations was below the USEPA recommended action level of 4.0 pCi/L. Therefore, no further action is warranted at this time. Following deficiencies in the testing requirements identified by the HUD Underwriter, the Radon Professional provided additional testing and provided a revised report. Per the Radon Report, "in December 2016 and January 2017, additional short term testing was completed at the property that including placing one test vial in the lowest level living area at twenty-eight (28) additional ground floor locations to provide data for a minimum of (25%) of ground floor units per building and one test vial in one upper level residential unit in each building (minimum of 10% per building). The test vials were placed on a flat surface at least 20 inches above the floor and away from drafts, high heat, humidity conditions and exterior walls. The test vials remained in place for a minimum of 48 hours during which time no unusually severe storms or high winds occurred. Upon completion of the test period, the vials were submitted under chain of custody to a private laboratory and were tested in accordance with procedures as outlined by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). The radon level documented in the short term testing at all locations was below the USEPA recommended action level of 4.0 pCi/L. Therefore, no further action is warranted at this time.



Asbestos
	In conjunction with the Phase I ESA, LJM reviewed previously completed asbestos sampling and testing documentation. The results of the assessment were presented in a report prepared by Liesch Associates, Inc. designated Project No. 6801141.00 and dated September 21, 2010. The testing and analysis indicated asbestos to be present in sheet flooring and floor tile/mastic at a total of four locations at the Project. Asbestos was not detected in the remaining sheet flooring and tile mastic samples collected or in spray-applied ceiling texture, sheetrock/joint compound and base cove/mastic samples collected. LJM recommends that any confirmed or suspect ACBMs that may be disturbed during renovation or demolition activities should be managed in accordance with local, State, and Federal regulations. An Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program has been implemented and developed for the Project in order to maintain the materials until they are removed. The O&M Program was prepared by Liesch Associates, Inc. designated Project No. 6801141.00 and dated August 27, 2010
