	The project is located in the Kensington section of Philadelphia. The project consist of nine scattered apartment buildings composed of various multi-story, multi-family dwelling units (3 to 6 apartments) of various sizes ranging from 450 to 1,100 square feet. Each building has an entry access to a foyer and to the main stairway that accesses the upper levels and the basement. The buildings were constructed at the beginning of the 20th century. Each building site configuration is rectangular in shape, provides easy pedestrian access to the public sidewalk and street, and is immediately adjacent to a public park (Norris Square) of almost six acres. The proposed project would require the complete renovation of the building main entrance and public circulation areas, and code compliant stairs and railways in the common areas. As needed, new or improved exit doors, window fire escape ladders, roofs, basements, landscaping and fencing.
