	This project involves the removal and replacement of a concrete sidewalk connecting Southern Avenue and West Magnolia within an existing Metro Louisville Park. In addition two concrete plazas and sitting areas with benches will be created adjacent to the shelter and the tennis/basketball courts. Should budget allow the park project will also include a comfort station along the park perimeter sidewalk consisting of a 5' x 10' concrete pad and a 6' bench. Ground disturbance will be limited to removing existing sidewalk and replacing such.

	The purpose is to benefit low to moderate income persons living in the vicinity of Russell Lee Park. This park is in need of a walking path for the convenience of the residents utilizing the park and those who may use in the future.
