	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Community Development Division administers multiple CDBG- and HOME-funded housing rehabilitation programs carried out on existing single- and multi-family dwellings located within the corporate limits of the City of Colorado Springs, Colorado. The programs address repair of basic health and safety issues typically found in older low- to moderate-income homes. Repairs carried out under one or more of these programs do not consist of major or substantial rehab, acquisition or conversion of undeveloped land, new construction on undeveloped land, significant grading, vegetation, or drainage modification, changes in land use, or an increase in density. The housing rehabilitation programs administered by the Community Development Division include: Emergency Repair: A CDBG-funded program that is limited to repair of essential building systems such as sewer and water lines, furnaces, hot water heaters, and electrical systems. The program assists low- to moderate-income owner-occupied households throughout the City. Architectural Barrier Removal: A CDBG-funded program that is limited to modification of existing dwelling units for accessibility. Typical modifications include entry ramp & rail systems, exterior and interior door widening, bath and kitchen reconfigurations, installation of grab-bars, installation of visual and audible assist devices, and replacement of deteriorated finishes associated with the modifications. The program assists low- to moderate-income owner- and tenant-occupied households throughout the City. Lights & Locks for Seniors: A CDBG-funded program that is limited to minor security improvements based on a Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED) report prepared by the Colorado Springs Police Department. Typical improvements include replacement of door and window hardware, and/or installation of exterior lighting. The program assists low- to moderate-income owner- and tenant-occupied households throughout the City. Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation: A HOME-funded comprehensive rehabilitation program intended to bring existing one to four-family dwellings into compliance with City codes & ordinances regulating public health and sanitation, including the minimum standards for dwellings established by the City of Colorado Springs, Colorado, and the property rehabilitation standards established by the Community Development Division. The program assists low- to moderate-income owner-occupied households throughout the City. Multi-family Housing Rehab: A HOME- or CDBG-funded comprehensive rehabilitation program intended to bring existing multi-family dwellings into compliance with City codes & ordinances regulating public health and sanitation, including the minimum standards for multi-family dwellings established by the City of Colorado Springs, Colorado, and the property rehabilitation standards established by the Community Development Division. The program assists owners of low- to moderate-income multi-family properties throughout the City.

	Housing rehabilitation projects that are expected to exceed Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment 'trigger levels' for disturbance of asbestos-containing building materials will be sampled for the presence of potentially hazardous asbestos content. Mitigation of identified hazards will be carried out by appropriately certified personnel. The ERR for each activity will include a copy of the sampling results, a description of mitigation measures carried out, and a copy of the final clearance achieved prior to re-occupancy.

	For one to four-family properties, the NEPAssist and City of Colorado Springs websites will be used to prepare a report on potentially hazardous sites located within 1/2 mile of the activity. Links to EPA databases will be used to verify environmental compliance for facilities such as gas stations, dry cleaners, and light manufacturing businesses. The ERR for each activity will include a copy of the NEPAssist map and report. For multi-family properties with five or more dwelling units, a Phase One Environmental Site Assessment will be required to identify previous uses of the site and adjacent sites for the risk of exposure to toxic contaminants. Phase 2 contamination sampling may be conducted as needed. Mitigation of identified hazards will be carried out by appropriately certified personnel. The ERR for each activity will include a copy of the environmental reports, a description of the mitigation measures carried out, and a copy of any 'no further action' letters issued at the conclusion of the mitigation process. Buildings constructed prior to 1978 will be sampled for the presence of lead-based paint. Activities including mitigation of identified lead-based paint hazards will be carried out by appropriately certified personnel. The ERR for each activity will include a copy of the sampling results, notifications to the owner(s) and/or resident(s) of the property, a description of any mitigation carried out, and a copy of the final clearance achieved prior to re-occupancy.

The 2016 PA includes reference to a process for Section 106 consultations with federally-recognized Indian tribes known to have an ancestral interest in the Colorado Springs, Colorado, region. The ERR for each activity will include copies of consultation materials and concurrences received, or a record of project modifications carried out to mitigate adverse effects.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	HUD strongly encourages the incorporation of noise mitigation measures in single- and multi-family housing rehabilitation projects located near major streets, railroads, or the noise contours of civilian and military airfields. Using GIS mapping, CDD will evaluate the activity's proximity to major noise sources and incorporate acoustical improvement of building assemblies such as doors, windows, and insulation levels when the schedule and budget allows.
