The building has a reinforced concrete slab foundation, a building frame comprised of steel framing members and a floor frame made up of structural steel beams and open web steel joists. All components are reportedly in good condition. The project does not have a basement. The property has a total of 102 subsidized units consisting entirely of one-bedroom units.
